Tori is making bracelets for 6 friends. Each bracelet will measure 7 1/2 inches long when it is completed. A package of beads contains 14 beads that are 3/8 in. in diameter. She needs to know how many packages of beads to buy.
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Albert is performing an experiment in the science lab. He fills a 120 mL test tube 9/16 full with two chemical liquids and let them sit for one hour. When she checks the test tube again an hour later, the volume of liquid in the test tube is 32mL. By how much did the liquid decrease in the hour?
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Mrs. Fontaine tells her students that a pigeon flies at a rate of 50 miles per hour. She asks her students how many days it will take a pigeon flying at that rate to fly around the world. The distance around the Equator is 24,900 miles.
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
