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This year the Milwaukee Mathematics Partnership is continuing the popular series of Geometry Labs for regular and special education teachers of 10th-grade Geometry.  Participation in this series of labs will give you the opportunity to discuss the teaching of Geometry with your colleagues; to be involved in working with strong geometry lessons developed, designed, modeled, and evaluated by the MMP; and to work collaboratively to plan and design your own lessons.
