• The Senior Companion Program provided 13,305 visits to homebound clients
• 3,473 preschool children received age appropriate immunizations as well as medical and dental care
• 3,086 youth improved their physical health and development through participation in the Youth and Family Development Program
• 30,318 households received emergency assistance with their energy bills and rent payments
