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Required Tests: 
Before you are eligible to register for classes, 
all incoming freshmen are required to take the 
following tests:   

·  English Placement Test 
·  Math Placement Test 

 
 
Optional Tests: 
Depending on your course of study, you may 
also need to take additional tests such as: 
 

·  Foreign Language 
·  Chemistry 
·  ESL-PIC (English as a Second 

Language-Placement in Composition 
Test)  

 
 
 

Foreign Language 
You have satisfied your Foreign Language 
GER if you completed 2 years in high school 
with a C or better.  If you continue your studies 
and plan on enrolling in a French, German or 
Spanish course, you are required to take the 
appropriate foreign language test. 
 
 
 

Chemistry* 
If you took high school chemistry and plan on 
enrolling in one of the programs listed in the 
next section you should take this test.   
�

ESL-PIC* 
If your native language is other than English, 
you should take this test.  As an ESL (English 
as a Second Language) writer, you can take 
ESL writing courses instead of the English 
writing courses designed for native speakers 
of English.  The ESL writing courses can help 
you do better in all of your college courses. 
 
*Chemistry and ESL-PIC are only offered at UW-
