














ARCHITECTURE STUDENTS

BLEND DESIGN, BEHAVIOR
IN UNIQUE CHICAGO STUDIO

We expect higher performance from our cars, our
computers and our appliances. Maybe we should also
expect more from urban buildings.

“Anyone can design you a hospital,” says architecture
student Sarah Freidel. “But what would happen if an
architect could say, ‘I can design you a hospital that will
help your patients heal two days faster’?”

It’s more than a rhetorical question. The idea is backed
up by research that shows that linking interiors to natural
elements like daylight, water and botanicals accelerates the
healing process.

Thinking of such possibilities is the point of an unusual
design studio experience for UWM students. Taught in
downtown Chicago, it brings research on how people
behave to bear in designing urban buildings.

The studio, led by Neil Frankel, a Chicago architect and
the Fitzhugh Scott Endowed Chair in Design Excellence
at the School of Architecture and Urban Planning is
sponsored by Haworth, one of the largest furniture
producers in the country. Haworth has committed
to a renewable three-year sponsorship of the
Chicago studio.

“Something that’s bothered me
for a while is that we’re still defining
architectural questions the same
way we have for decades —and
here we are in an age with access
to unlimited information,” says
Frankel. “Why are we relying just
on precedent or intuition?”

A mega-classroom

The studio, heading toward
its fifth semester, encourages
budding architects to seek
unconventional, user-centric
features, backed by social
research. They investigate
“interior architecture,” and
have their work critiqued by
some of Chicago’s leading
architects.

A dozen UWM students are chosen for the studio in a
competitive interview process. Because of the sponsorship,
they get fully outfitted studio space to work at the
Merchandise Mart in downtown Chicago, with access to
showrooms such as Haworth’s, and receive a $3,000 grant
that covers tuition and materials for 15 academic credits.
Students pay for their food and housing.

What does Hayworth get out of it? The first look at
young talent, and an investment in design education,
says Frankel.

“It has been an extraordinary experience for us all,”
he says, “with fantastic results — not the least of which is
that graduating students have been placed in the most
prestigious architectural firms in the country.”

Reinventing architecture

Dan Hager, a senior in graphic arts, jumped at the
opportunity to join the architecture studio, after he had
participated in a workshop that involved both disciplines
last year.

In forming his design for a religious-based community
center in Chicago, Hager pondered location. Then he
found a study that bolstered his feeling that the structure
needed to be close to where people lived: “Every 10
minutes added to a commute for an urban worker reduces
their community involvement by 10 percent.”

“We’re always going to have creative plans,” says
graduate student Mike Marianek. “They’re decisions
we have to make anyway. But here, we use the research
as a filter.”

The second class tackled design of the new CBS Chicago
headquarters. And, although their work was theoretical,
they did get to meet with company officials — even from the
editorial department — to present their findings and ideas.

Chicago skyline
Sunny Yim, Abby White and Christopher Botham had
the Chicago skyline to inspire them.
“First they had to reinvent or reinterpret a culture for
the company,” says Frankel. “They were polite, but frank.
Some told company officials they shouldn’t miss
the opportunity to expand the role of public
involvement at the television station.”
The resulting work can be unique, he
says. For example, the old CBS building
had a glass corner studio so that people
on the street could watch programs
being broadcast.
“Students in our studio took
down the wall entirely, leaving it
open-air and literally inviting the
public into the studio,” he says. “To
keep the weather out, they proposed
new technology they called a ‘wind
curtain.”” The absence of the studio
wall then visually connected it to the
adjacent outdoor Civic Center Plaza.

This past semester, the studio used the newly created
Spertus Institute of Jewish Studies as a template. “Given
the geopolitical conditions today, the challenge was to
interpret the institute as an organization that welcomes all
cultures,” says Frankel.

SARUP a standout

Frankel, an award-winning architect and former
associate partner and director of architectural interiors
for the firm of Skidmore, Owings & Merrill (SOM), first
took notice of UWM architecture students when the firm
invited its partners to mentor students from the college
of their choice. While others chose Ivy League schools,
Frankel, who isn’t from Wisconsin and isn’t an alumnus,
picked UWM.

The reason: It was impossible to ignore.

“In the Chicago student competitions of the American
Institute of Architects, UWM kids take the majority of the
prizes and have for years,” he says. “What comes through is
the rigor of the UWM program. They are practice-ready.”

Six years ago, Frankel retired his partnership at SOM to
devote more time to teaching. He and wife Cindy Coleman
also own an independent design business, and Dick
Haworth is one of their clients.

Several Milwaukee-based faculty members also are
teaching classes in the studio. Gil Snyder (recipient of
the 1997 UWM Alumni Association Award for Teaching
Excellence), Nancy Hubbard, Brian Schermer, Larry
Witzling and Brian Wishne regularly travel to the Windy
City to expand the curriculum.

Frankel is betting the studio will yield the next
generation of fresh thinkers-designers.

“To a person, the students all said they wouldn’t start
another project without first doing the research.”

Ken Christian ('88 MARCH, 85 BS Architectural
Studies) began his career with RKTL Associates in their Fort
Lauderdale, Fla., office, and between 1988 and 1991 worked
primarily on projects in Brazil, Portugal and France, many of
which were large-scale retail developments. In 1991 he moved
to RKTL’s London office to help build the architectural team in
the UK, covering work both in the UK and across continental
Europe. The office grew from an original staff of six to more
than 100 and now employs 130 people as the design hub for the
UK and the rest of Europe as well as Russia, Africa, the Middle
East and India. Christian was promoted to vice president in1997 and made a director
of the London office in 2004. His work focuses mainly on mixed-use urban projects
comprising retail, office, hotel and residential components, primarily in the UK and
the Middle East. He recently established a satellite office in Dubai. Current projects
include a five-star hotel in Belgrade, Serbia; a retail scheme in south London; and a
hotel, retail and leisure project in Manama, Bahrain.

Vincent James (78 MARCH, *75 BS
Architectural Studies) is founding
principal of VJAAArchitects, a 25-
person firm based in Minneapolis
with a focus on designing
innovative, highly crafted
buildings. The office has received
10 national design awards within
the past eight years, including six
Progressive Architecture Awards
and two National American
Institute of Architects Honor Awards. In 2001, the

firm received the Award in Architecture from the
American Academy of Arts and Letters. Recent projects
include the Type/Variant House, the Minneapolis
Rowing Club, a Monastery Guesthouse at St. John’s
Abbey and student centers at Tulane University and

the American University at Beirut. James has been an
adjunct professor at Harvard University’s Graduate
School of Design from 2000-08. Prior to teaching at
Harvard, James was appointed the Pavrot Visiting
Chair in Architecture at Tulane School of Architecture
in 1998 and 1999. The work of VJAA is the subject of a
new monograph published by Princeton Architectural
Press in 2007.

The Khoury-Vogts’ home, Dos Flores, Alys Beach, Fla.

Khoury & Vogt Architects (KA) was formed by
Marieanne Khoury-Vogt (92 MARCH,
MUP) and her husband Erik Vogt in 2001 as a practice in
architecture, design and town planning. Each project is linked
by a common purpose: to contribute to and
elaborate a worthwhile and memorable public
realm, pursued through a firm grounding in
local architectural traditions as well as the
development and transformation of durable
building types. Former architectural and
urban design projects include the award-
winning Oak Plaza in the Design District in
Miami; Grand Island, a mixed-use building in
West Coconut Grove; additions to the historic
DeGarmo estate in Coconut Grove; a four-
story apartment building and townhouses in
Jersey City, N.J.; and a new town square for
Tannin, a planned town in Orange Beach, Ala. Planning work
has included projects in Belgium, Poland and China as well as
local Miami neighborhood master plans for historic Buena Vista
and West Coconut Grove. Currently Marieanne and Erik serve as
the town architects for a New Urbanist Project called Alys Beach
in the Florida Panhandle.

Nnamdi Elleh ('94 MARCH, '85 BS Architectural
Studies) is associate professor of architecture history and
theory at the College of Design, Architecture, Art and
Planning (DAAP) at the University of Cincinnati. After
receiving his architecture degrees from UWM, he went on
to earn a PhD in art history from Northwestern University.
He is the recipient of many awards, including Samuel Kress
and Graham Architectural Foundation grants. He was

the Samuel Ittleson Pre-Doctoral Fellow (2000-02) at the
Center for Advanced Study in the Visual Arts, National
Gallery of Art (CASVA), Washington, D.C.; the recipient of the Outstanding Junior
Faculty award at the University of Cincinnati in 2003; and was named a Distinguished
Visiting Architectural Historian at the School of Architecture, University of Cape
Town, South Africa, in 2007. His books include “African Architecture, Evolution
and Transformation,” the first comprehensive text on African architecture from
antiquity to the present; “Architecture and Power in Africa”; and “Abuja: The Single
Most Ambitious Urban Design Project of the 20th Century.” Elleh has contributed
to several national and international exhibitions, served on the board of directors
of DOCOMOMO US, and also is a current member of the board of directors of the
Society of Architectural Historians. Elleh received a 2002 GOLD (Graduate of the
Last Decade) Award from the UWM Alumni Association.

the award.

JOSEPH AARON
‘561 BS Music Education

Joseph Aaron has contributed to the Milwaukee music scene not only as a teacher and
performer, but also as an inspiration.

At 88, Aaron is still actively teaching and performing. As Alan J. Borsuk wrote in the
Milwaukee Journal Sentinel in 2006, “He is still playing the clarinet at top-flight levels in front
of anyone who will come to listen to him, whether it’s a jazz club, a pizza joint, a Christmas
party, a grand opening, an elegant wedding. He is what he has been for decades: a Milwaukee
institution, the man on the bandstand whose musicianship is impeccable, whose style is part
tuxedo elegance and part vaudeville.”

Aaron, whose parents emigrated from Russia, grew up in a home where his father played
the trumpet and everyone in the family played an instrument, and became a professional
musician (saxophone and clarinet) in his teens. Aaron graduated from North Division High
School and UWM predecessor Milwaukee State Teachers College.

Aaron was a saxophone instructor at UWM for eight years. Described as a longtime
supporter of the UWM School of Education, he taught for 30 years at Juneau High School in
Milwaukee (music for five, social studies for 25). Aaron’s resume includes 65 years of private
studio teaching as well.

He played for 34 years with the Holiday on Ice Orchestra and 25 years with the Melody
Top Orchestra, played lead tenor for Clyde McCoy and his Sugar Blues Orchestra and
appeared as a soloist with the Milwaukee Symphony Orchestra. Aaron also served as a
staff musician with WTMJ-TV.

The list of jazz festivals Aaron has performed in is lengthy. In 2003, the Wisconsin Area
Music Industry presented him with its Hall of Fame Award (WAMI Award). He also is a
recipient of the Civic Music Association’s Lifetime Achievement in Music Award and the
Milwaukee Symphony Orchestra’s Salute to Educators Award.

In 2002, he and his son Rick (a flutist) were recorded live with the Paul Spencer
Band. The notes to that CD, “The Paul Spencer Band - For the First Time...Joe Aaron
and Rick Aaron Together,” state that “almost every saxophone player in Milwaukee has
studied with Joe at some time.”

The CD notes also describe how Aaron “shatters most people’s definitions of
retirement as he maintains a schedule of 20 private music students and performs
with several jazz ensembles.”



DISTINGUISHED ALUMINUS AWARDS

Juan Carlos Campuzano
Distinguished Alumnus Award
in the Field of Science

'78 PhD Physics, ‘73 MS Physics, ‘72 BS
Applied Mathematics and Physics

A native of Paraguay, Juan Carlos Campuzano
came to Milwaukee in 1969 to attend UWM,
and he has been a research force in the field of
physics ever since. After finishing all three of
his degrees here, he went on to a distinguished
academic career.

At the University of Illinois at Chicago
(UIC), where he has been a faculty member
since 1985, Campuzano has built a world-
renowned program that integrates experimental
and theoretical physics, and has mentored
an outstanding group of young scientists.

He also is internationally recognized for his
contributions to the study of high-temperature
superconductivity.

Superconductors are materials that allow
electrical current to move perpetually through
them without any
loss of energy.
Superconductivity
holds great
promise for
improved energy
transmission,
high-speed
computing and
other applications
in the future. But
| so far, it is limited
by obstacles such
" as temperature.

He currently holds the title of Distinguished
Professor and also serves as Senior Physicist
at the Argonne National Laboratory in
Chicago. Last year, he was named an Argonne
Distinguished Fellow for his outstanding
accomplishments in condensed-matter physics.
This position is equivalent to an endowed chair
at a university.

Also in 2007, Campuzano was a recipient
of an Outstanding Technical Achievement
Award from the Hispanic Engineer National
Achievement Award Corporation (HENAAC).

Campuzano has recently been funded by
the National Science Foundation to build an
experimental facility that will make use of the
world’s brightest sources of X-rays at Argonne
National Laboratory. The facility, which will be
unique in the United States, will allow a sample
of electrons to be taken from deep inside metals
rather than on the surface, where electrons
often behave differently.

He returns to UWM to give lectures and also
collaborates with UWM faculty in physics and
chemistry who had not yet joined the faculty
when he was a student.

Daniel J. Diliberti
Distinguished Alumnus in
the Field of Public Service

73 MS Urban Affairs, ‘69 BS Political Science

Milwaukee County Treasurer Daniel J.
Diliberti has made a career of public service.
Prior to being elected
treasurer in 2004, he
served as Milwaukee
County supervisor
from the 8th district for
12 years. He served the
county board as vice
chairman, chairman of
the Finance Committee
and chairman of the
Parks Committee.

Diliberti grew up
on Milwaukee’s near
South Side. Shortly
after receiving his
undergraduate degree, he and his wife Ann,
whom he met at UWM, joined the Peace Corps,
helping low-income residents of Santiago, Chile,
build their own homes. After returning to

Milwaukee, he was active in United Farm Workers

of America boycotts and protests, and marched
with Father James Groppi for
open housing.

“What UWM did for me,” he said in a 2001
article in a College of Letters and Science
publication, “was expose me to a lot of ideas
— the women’s movement, the environmental
movement, the civil rights movement. It
broadened my perspectives, which led me to the
Peace Corps.”

After returning to UWM for a master’s degree
in Urban Studies, he began a long career of
public and nonprofit service. He was director of
the Inner City Development Project in the 1980s,
and then began working for the County Board
of Supervisors as a fiscal and policy/planning
analyst.

He earned a master’s degree in journalism
from Marquette, and served UWM as director of
campus and community relations and assistant
vice chancellor for university relations. He has
also taught in the Department of Governmental
Affairs at UWM’s School of Continuing
Education.

After his election to the Board of Supervisors,
he worked to establish a county hotline to protect
whistle-blowers, and helped develop a lobbying
law and campaign reform measures. He also
was an advocate for preserving and protecting
the county parks system. He was a member of
the Executive Committee and the Planning
and Research Committee for the Southeastern
Wisconsin Regional Planning Commission from
1994-2004.

Diliberti has received numerous national and
local awards, including the National Association
of Counties’ Courthouse Award for the
Milwaukee County Treasurer’s Office. This award

is given to a large urban county department that
demonstrates innovative and effective leadership,
team-building and improved efficiency and
performance. He has also received the Scott
Greer Award from UWM'’s Department of Urban
Studies.

Diliberti, the first in his family to complete
a college degree, “is a good example of UWM’s
urban mission in action,” wrote a nominator.

Ruth B. Leff
Distinguished Alumnus Award in
the Field of Health Sciences

'68 MS Communication, ‘67 BS Speech
Pathology

Inspired by a desire to help her sister, who
had multiple sclerosis, Ruth B. Leff has devoted
her life to improving the lives of those with
physical and developmental disabilities.

When her sister Pauline was in the last stages
of MS, unable to utter a sound or move a finger
or toe, Leff created a simple system to help her
communicate. She put some pictures of basic
needs into clear vinyl envelopes and joined
them with a metal ring. She tied the ring to the
hospital bed. Leff would hold up the pictures
and say the words; by interpreting Pauline’s
facial expressions, she was able to figure out
what her sister wanted.

In 1953, when she was 23, Leff was one of
the founders of the Multiple Sclerosis Society
of Milwaukee. It became one of the strongest
groups in the country. She remained active in
the organization
for 38 years.

Ruth enrolled
at UWM at the
age of 35, after
the death of her
sister and shortly
after the birth of
her fourth child.
Taking one course
per semester,
she graduated
in 1967 with a
bachelor’s degree.

=3 g She received
her master’s degree in 1968, and her teacher
certification one year later.

Ruth was an early pioneer in the field of
Augmentative and Alternative Communication
(AAC). She holds nine patents, eight in the
United States and one in Canada. In 1977, at the
age of 50, she tried to find a distributor for the
“Talking Pictures” she had created for her sister.
Told that the potential market was too small,
Leff founded her own company, Crestwood
Communication Aids Inc., to distribute the
product herself. The company now carries more
than 300 assistive products for children and
adults, 90 percent of them developed by Leff.

Leff was instrumental in having “Speech
Pathologist” nationally recognized as a



professional title. In 2005, she received
the Lifetime Achievement Award from the
Wisconsin Speech and Hearing Association.

In addition to her professional
accomplishments, Leff is a physical fitness
advocate who has earned 87 records in race
walking. In 1985, she won the Athletic Congress
Award for Outstanding Master Female Race
Walker. She began race walking at the age of 54.

Now 81, Leff still runs the company she
founded — and still walks every day.

Avi Shaked

Distinguished Alumnus Award
in the Field of Business and
Engineering

'80 BS Electrical Engineering

Avi Shaked is president and owner of
Onward Technologies, a Chicago firm that
provides Web-based products and solutions.

As a former recipient of a UWM scholarship,
Shaked has returned the favor. He and his wife,
Dr. Babs Waldman, pledged $1 million in 2005
to the College of Engineering and Applied
Science (CEAS) Scholarship Fund.

Shaked left Israel in 1975 for America,
hoping to work in the emerging computer
industry. He had a friend who already was
enrolled at UWM, so he came to Milwaukee.
After completing his first 21 credits with a 3.75
grade point average, he received a scholarship
that allowed him to devote more time
to school.

He joined IBM after graduating, but
soon saw a future in personal computers
and left to form his own company. Initially

providing computer
maintenance and
‘ % support to law firms
: \ and other businesses,
the firm later
expanded into sales,
7 . consulting, software
development
and custom
1 programming.

In 1998, Shaked
tried to retire, selling
the business to a
public company. When that company collapsed
two years later in the “technology bubble,” he
regained ownership
of the business, now called Onward
Technologies, and restored and expanded
the company’s activities.

The Avi Shaked and Babs Waldman
Engineering Scholarship Fund has already
provided scholarships to 60 students in its first
two years. Shaked and Waldman regularly host
dinner events for the scholarship recipients.

Shaked shares personal advice and even gives
out his e-mail address to students who may have
additional questions. In fact, a number of

scholarship recipients wrote in support of his
nomination, citing the personal interest he has
taken in the program. “Not only has he been
successful in life, but he has graciously given
back to create futures for students,” one
student wrote.

Babs Waldman, a doctor, wrote of her
spouse’s commitment to UWM: “Avi is most
grateful for his education. He is proud of
what UWM gave him and feels that without
it, he could not have achieved as he did. His
education at UWM is the foundation upon
which he built his success, along with, as he
often says, hard work and a lot of luck.”

Gregory J. Uhen
Distinguished Alumnus Award
in the Field of Art and Design

'81 BS Architectural Studies

Gregory J. Uhen has emerged as a true
civic leader, working to raise the bar on the
architectural face of Milwaukee, participating
in efforts to stimulate the local economy and
demonstrating a philanthropic commitment to
the community.

As president and CEO of Eppstein Uhen
Architects (EUA), Milwaukee’s largest
architectural firm, he has championed catalyst
projects such as Miller Park, Summerfest and the
new Milwaukee Intermodal Station.

Since assuming his leadership role in 1996,
the firm has doubled in size to nearly 140
employees, many of whom are UWM graduates.

The 100-year-old, full-service architecture
firm is known for its efforts to preserve the
environment, practice sustainable design
and create better building environments. Its
Milwaukee headquarters is in a restored Historic
Third Ward building.

Uhen takes an active design and leadership
role in many of EUA’s most significant projects,
including the Bayshore Mall redevelopment,

EUA and its
employees donate time and dollars to more than
100 nonprofit organizations, including Safe &
Sound Inc., the Milwaukee Women'’s Center, the
Latino Community Center and Journey House.

In 2007, in honor of the firm’s 100th
anniversary, Uhen established the Eppstein

Uhen Foundation to increase and focus the
firm’s giving. That year, the company gave
nearly 10 percent of its net profits to Wisconsin
charitable organizations.

To help diversify the field of architecture,
EUA has provided scholarships and internships
to minority architecture students since 1995.

In 2007, the firm began sponsoring a Building
Information Modeling (BIM) studio course and
lecture series at the UWM School of Architecture
& Urban Planning (SARUP), the first of its kind
in the nation.

Uhen is also a member of SARUP’s
prestigious Dean’s Club, whose members have
given a total of $1 million in life insurance
policies to the school.

Dumich’s forte is
helping UWM graduates network with design and
construction professionals in Chicago by bringing
together groups to attend a UWM basketball game
or an alumni event in Chicago. He also serves on the
UWM Alumni Association Board of Trustees.

As chair of the Young Architects Forum of the
American Institute of Architects (AIA) Chicago
chapter, he leads events such as the group’s annual
“Portfolio Review” and the “Starting a Design
Firm” discussion series.

In addition to mentoring both UWM
architecture students and young professionals, he
also teaches a design studio at the Illinois Institute
of Art — Chicago.

In October of 2007, a UWM student, Amanda Lulewicz,
contacted UWM’s Development office. Lulewicz was working
on a project very dear to her heart. Her friend, Joe Munz, was
killed in October 2006 in Milwaukee’s Riverwest neighborhood
while working as a delivery person for Jimmy John'’s.

Lulewicz, along with many others, especially Munz's friends
and roommates, Mike Kennedy and Jason Mayes, have come
together to turn this horrific tragedy into something that will
benefit UWM students and will keep Munz’s memory alive.

Together these students organized a fund-raiser in November
2007. With the support of many organizations and companies
in the community — especially Jimmy John’s, which made a
substantial donation - the event raised approximately $6,400.

That is only the beginning. Once word got out that this group of
students was organizing a scholarship fund in Munz's name, friends
and family began sending checks to help contribute. Now, with
approximately $7,500, these students have created a remarkable
scholarship fund that will continue for at least three years.

Lulewicz, Kennedy and Mayes have made a commitment
to give this scholarship to students like Munz — students who
have to work their way through their undergraduate studies and
students who give back to the community through service. These
three remarkable friends of Munz have volunteered their time
and effort to memorialize their friend and give back to UWM.

Lulewicz and Kennedy graduated in May 2008 and Mayes
will follow in May 2009. They remain committed to keeping the
scholarship alive and to keeping the donations coming for years to
come.

Soccer standout Steve Bode is a three-
time All-League selection who was a
team captain for three years and a starter
for all four of his seasons in Milwaukee.
He started all 83 games he played in
his career, missing just two of UWM’s
matches in that span due to injury.

As a sophomore and a senior, he
was named team Most Valuable Player.
He led the Panthers to the second
round of the NCAA Tournament in
each of his first two seasons on the
field, winning one regular-season
Horizon League Championship and
two Horizon League tournament titles
in his career. He was also named to the
league All-Tournament team on two
occasions and set career-highs with 11
points and five goals as a sophomore.

In the classroom, Bode earned
All-Region Scholar-Athlete honors
three times from the National Soccer
Coaches Association of America while
posting a 3.676 cumulative grade point
average. He also collected third-team
ESPN The Magazine Academic All-
America recognition and was a three-
year member of the Horizon League
All-Academic Team. He also received
the Horizon League Sportsmanship
Award after the 2005 campaign.

ATHLETICS HALL OF FAME

DOUG BEARD

Doug Beard put together a nearly
two-decade career as an athletics
administrator in Wisconsin, including
12-plus years at UWM. During his time
in Milwaukee, he helped the program
move from NAIA status with a $750,000
annual budget to the Division I level
with an $8 million annual budget.

Beard oversaw all aspects of the
department’s financial operations and
directed the external operations unit.
He also helped with the transition
into the MCC/Horizon League,
and assisted with the first Klotsche
Center remodeling project in 1998. In
addition, he took part in the redesign
of the athletics logo in 1999 — a mark
that is still used. Beard also took an
administrative role in overseeing
both the men’s and women’s soccer
programs, which won a combined
six conference championships and
advanced to the NCAA Tournament
twice during his oversight.

Beard left UWM for UW-Madison,
where he was eventually promoted
to senior associate athletic director.
Beard passed away in June of
2007 and is survived by his wife,
Pat, and daughter, Lindsay.

CINDY (MILLER) FREEDMAN

Cindy (Miller) Freedman earned
national acclaim as a diver at
UWM, earning All-America honors
throughout her career. She claimed a
NAIA National Championship on the
l-meter board in 1987, and finished
third on the 3-meter board at the
NAITA Nationals that same year.

Earlier in her UWM career,
Freedman collected a second-place
finish on the 1-meter board during the
1986 NAIA National Championships
while also claiming a top-six finish
on the 3-meter board that same year.
Prior to coming to UWM, Freedman
earned All-America status at UW-Eau
Claire, claiming a national title
on the 1-meter board in 1983.

Freedman also excelled in the
classroom, collecting NAIA Academic
All-America honors during her junior
and senior years. She earned her
undergraduate degree in recreational
therapy from UWM and then earned a
master’s degree in occupational therapy
from Nova Southeastern University.

She has turned that academic work
into her professional career, as she
currently owns and operates Angelfish
Therapy in Sandy Hook, Conn.

JON MANKE

Jon Manke established himself
as one of the finest track-and-field
athletes in school history during his
career as a Panther. He won individual
league titles four times while claiming
second-place finishes five times and
third-place finishes three times. He
was also named the league’s Outdoor
Field Newcomer of the Year.

His efforts helped the Panthers to
three league indoor championship titles
and four league outdoor crowns. He still
holds the school record for the indoor
shot put and is second on the all-time
list in the weight throw and the discus.

He also excelled in the classroom,
earning UWM Athlete of the Year
honors while also claiming the
UWM Alumni Association’s Herman
Kluge Award. He was also a regular
on the Dean’s List, the Horizon
League Honor Roll and the league’s
All-Academic team. Manke capped
his career by winning the Horizon
League’s Coleman Award for
athletic and academic excellence.

After graduating from UWM, Manke
went on to get his master’s degree in
civil engineering from North Carolina
State. He now lives in Charlotte and is
employed by Terracon Consultants.

KATIE (SCHNEIDER) PENDOWSKI
Katie (Schneider) Pendowski’s four-
year volleyball career at UWM left her
atop the school’s all-time assists list. She
earned FirstTeam All-League honors
in 1999 after claiming Second-Team
All-League recognition in 1997 and
1998. She was also a two-time league
Player of the Week and a member of the
league’s All-Newcomer team in 1996.
She helped the Panthers to regular-
season league titles in 1997, 1998
and 1999 while helping UWM to the
NCAA Tournament in both 1998 and
1999. In fact, the Panthers went 75-
15 during her final three seasons.
Along with her standing in the
school’s assists rankings, Pendowski
also has the top two single-season
assist totals, including a school record
1,558 in 1998. She also ranked third
on the school’s all-time digs list and is
in the top 10 for career aces and games
played. Plus, Pendowski holds nearly
all of the single-game assist records.
Pendowski received her
undergraduate degree from UWM’s
School of Education and later
received her master’s degree in
Curriculum and Instruction. She
now works at Badger Middle School
in the West Bend School District.

Program is thriving under the UWM grads. For the past 15 years,
enrollment in the department has been more than 40 percent of
the school’s 720 students. The instrumental program fields two
concert bands and a jazz ensemble.
