What Do Family Nurse Practitioners Do?
Family nurse practitioners are experts in research and theory based nursing practice and are an important part of the health care team in family practice. They typically have the authority and expertise to do the following: 

· Perform complete health histories and physical exams. 

· Order laboratory tests and prescribed medication. 

· Diagnose, treat and monitor common acute and chronic conditions such as sore throats, infections, high blood pressure, diabetes and arthritis. 

· Conduct common health screening procedures. 

· Provide health education to patients and the community. This is particularly important as more individuals assume responsibility for their own health care. 

· Counsel patients on stress management, smoking cessation and other common health-related issues. 

· Perform minor office procedures such as suturing and casting.
