Out of State Driver Licenses

The State has obtained a vendor to do out-of-state driver license checks with the exception of California, Pennsylvania and Washington.  If you have an out-of-state driver license and would like to drive for your student organization, complete the Driver Authorization form and include a $10 check made payable to University of Wisconsin-Milwaukee.  A $10 check will need to be submitted yearly if you want to continue to driving on a yearly basis.

California, Pennsylvania, Washington and Canadian license holders are required to submit an official copy of their driving record from their State (or Provincial) Department of Motor Vehicles along with a completed Driver Authorization form.  Moreover, the California, Pennsylvania, Washington and Canadian license holders will need to submit a copy of their official driving record annually unless they have obtained a Wisconsin License.  

With the exception of Canadian drivers, all international student drivers are required to obtain a Wisconsin driver's license in order to be approved to drive on university business. 
Properly completed Driver Authorization forms take minimum of a week to process.
Student orgs may want to select different student org members with Wisconsin driver’s licenses to be drivers due to the time and potential cost this may have.
