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This concentration provides a broad understanding of higher educational 
systems from social, historical, cross-national and urban perspectives. 
Students will gain an understanding of central issues in higher 
education teaching, learning and administration. The program offers 
opportunities to use inquiry skills on representative and crucial 
problems of higher education practice, and to connect theoretical 
understandings of higher education administration, leadership and 
teaching practice through coursework and related experiences. 

For those who wish to pursue doctoral studies in adult and continuing 
education leadership, UWM offers a Doctor of Philosophy degree in 
Urban Education. This program accommodates students who wish to 
specialize in adult and continuing education within the Department 
of Administrative Leadership.
